These fees are collected to help offset the increased cost of
park maintenance which is not being funded by non-residents
who do not pay City of Johns Creek taxes.

Johns Creek’s non-resident fee policy is similar to the non-
resident fee policies in neighboring jurisdictions, like the cities
of Alpharetta and Roswell.

City residency is determined by your legal domicile. Individuals
that provide false information in order to register at residential
rates shall be denied registration and/or dropped from the
program with no refund.

**|n a recent Memorandum Of Understanding, Alpharetta and
Johns Creek have agreed to waive non-resident fees for
recreational level lacrosse, softball and baseball.
